Hairlocs Cheat Sheet

Hair Washing:

*Avoid using products with ingredients ending in –cone. A common one is dimethicone. This is a silicone and will cause the locks to slip out. (It is hard to avoid this in a conditioner)

*When using conditioner, especially if it contains silicone, only condition from the ponytail down. Try not to use conditioner near the roots.

*When shampooing, gently massage the scalp. Do not wash upside down. Try not to swirl the hair in a rough circular motion, or pile all the hair on the top of the head, as it may cause matting. 

*The more days in between washing the better. Every two days is recommended.

Combing/Styling:

* Do not brush/comb when hair is wet.

*When combing the hair, use the Hairlocs brush. First, hold the ponytail with a firm grip and combs the ends. Once the brush combs through with ease, use the brush at the roots.

*You can style your Hairlocs as you would your own hair, using styling products (again avoid silicone), heat, and hair accessories. 

* Try to avoid a lot of tension when styling your extensions.

*Do not brush or blow dry your extensions upside down. 

Sleeping:

* Tie the hair back in either a ponytail or braid. 

* Satin pillowcases are best as they allow the hair to move more freely as you move at night.

*Do not sleep with wet hair.
